2017-2018  StudioK   Dance Season

We are excited that you have chosen to enroll in dance at StudioK.  Following are the guidelines and policies we will adhere to in the studio for the 2017-2018 dance season.
A non-refundable enrollment fee for the season is $25.00 per dancer.

Studio Rules

*  	Maintain a positive attitude. Dance is not easy and takes hard work. Keep practicing!
[bookmark: _GoBack]*  	Be on time and ready to work each class. You will get out of class what you are willing to put into it! We expect dancers to be respectful of the studio and of each other, listen, follow directions, and avoid being disruptive.
*  	Gum or candy will not be allowed during class times. We do encourage dancers to bring a water bottle to each class to stay hydrated!
*  	Please leave constructive criticism to teachers and staff, unless specifically asked for. Dancers learn different skills at their own pace! All correcting is intended to improve a dancer's technique and should not be taken personally.
    *  	Encourage one another in and out of the studio. Dancers are family!
    *	Compete with yourself daily. Compare yourself to the dancer you were yesterday!
    *	Absolutely NO foul language will be tolerated!
    *	Any discipline problems in the studio will be dealt with promptly. A verbal warning will be given. If a problem persists, the dancer will be asked to sit out and observe.

Attendance policy

You will be expected to be in attendance each class. If you are unable to attend class, you must notify the studio as soon as you can prior to class time. Acceptable reasons for missing class are illness, family emergencies, and school events, but will require notification. All absences will cause delay in your progression, so you may be asked to attend a make-up class to continue in your skills. Unexcused absentees will be asked to pay an additional fee of $10 per make-up class. Excused absentees will incur no additional fees. Repeated absences may result in being removed from the showcase performance. If the studio closes due to weather, etc., a make-up class will be offered at no charge.  

Payment policy

Payment will be due on or before the first class each month for those paying monthly. Discounts will be offered for dancers who pay by the semester, dancers who take multiple classes, and for siblings in the studio, as well as children of emergency personnel and military service members. If payment is not received by the due date, there will be a late fee of $10 per class applied. If payment is not received by the following class, the dancer will be asked to observe for that class. Costume and recital fees must be paid by deadlines for dancers to perform.

Dress Code

Acceptable dress for ballet and jazz classes this season will be a solid-colored leotard or camisole. You may wear dance tights, skirt, jazz pants, or booty shorts.  Proper shoes are required for each class! Hip-hop dancers may wear casual clothing. Hair must be worn in a bun, ponytail, etc. for each class. If you need to change prior to class, please arrive early so we can start on time! The studio will place orders for dancewear/shoes as announced. All orders must be paid in advance.
Showcase

Spring showcase will be held in May and will be open to the public. Those performing in the showcase must have met the attendance policy and accounts must be current (all tuition, recital fees, etc.,) Costume money must be received by the deadline in the fall so all costumes can be ordered. Costume prices will vary, but you should plan $65-$90 per costume. Dancers may have the option to fundraise costume money in the fall, as well as recital fees ($50) in the spring.  All dancers must have measurements taken as needed to get an accurate fitting on costuming. Hair and make-up will be decided by the dance instructor based on age and choreography. If you have specific concerns about costuming or make-up, please talk with us at enrollment. We will try to respect all concerns, however the costuming, choreography, and formation decisions will be final and will be made by the studio. Dress rehearsal attendance is required for all dancers performing in the final showcase. Dancers will be expected to be in full hair, make-up, and costuming for dress rehearsal. Dance pictures will be taken in the spring once all costumes are in. Purchasing is optional. Notes will be sent with additional information as needed throughout the dance season.

*** Please be aware all music used in practice and performance is the “clean” version of songs. If your child chooses to download music used in the studio, we recommend that you screen for content. We also ask that videos taken in the studio be used for dancer's personal use only. Due to the new music licensing company policies, audio/video may not be posted online without prior approval.
